The third issue is whether the City's approval of the MND, PDP, Site Development Permit ("SDP"), 
Coastal Development Permit ("CDP"), and Tentative Map should be set aside due to the City's failure to 
make the required findings. 

Resolution No. R-304265 specifically set forth the findings of the City as to the MND, PDP, SDP, CDP, 
and Tentative Map. The Court finds that the City properly made the required findings in said Resolution . 
(City's AR 00027-37.) 

The fourth issue is whether the Project should be set aside due to the disorganized nature of the record 
certified by the City. 

Petitioner contends that the Project should be set aside due to the disorganized nature of the AR 
certified by the City. However, the City informed the Court that Petitioner, who had elected to prepare 
the AR pursuant to Public Resources Code section 21167.6, failed to do so in a timely and accurate 
manner. Furthermore, the Court notes that all the parties were able to submit briefs based on AR as 
formatted and that the City made clear findings with respect to its approval of the Project. (AR 
00027-37.) Thus, this case is distinguishable from Protect Our Water v. County of Merced (2003) 110 
Cal.App.4th 362. 

Therefore, the Court declines to set aside the Project due to the manner in which the City organized the 
AR. 

Based on the foregoing , the Court grants Petitioner's writ. Petitioner is directed to prepare the 
Judgment.
